Extra Credit Program: (possible 10 pts added to the last test) Any programs that are similar in design and/or code will not even be considered for extra credit.

Choose only one of the following programs!  On either program, you MUST turn in your design (which includes a TOE chart, pseudocode, sketch of interface), printout of your code(with lots of documentation), and your electronic files. No credit will be given if all of these are not in on time. 

Program 1:

Write a program which calculates a sales commission based on the following schedule:


Monthly Sales



Commission

Greater than $50,000


$500 + 20% of sales


$40,000 - $50,000


$450 + 18% of sales


$30,000 - $39,999


$400 + 15% of sales


$20,000 - $29,999


$350 + 12% of sales


$10,000 - $19,999


$300 + 9% of sales


less than $10,000


$250 + 6% of sales

Design an appropriate interface that allows the user to give you the sales amount.(Don’t allow a zero or negative value.) The application should display the calculated commission.

 Add another feature to your program such as keeping up with the largest sales amount that was entered so far, or the average sales amount entered so far, or something else that you think of. (This allows for each programmer to have his/her own ideas incorporated into this application.)  

Create a splash screen that asks for the name of the company. This name will be displayed on the form that comes up for the sales amount & commission. (You can make it appear where you want…even in the title bar of the form!) Make the splash screen have an appropriate image & explanation of the program. 

Program 2:

You are to write a program that will get stock transactions and determine a stockbroker’s fee for each transaction. The transaction includes the following: the stock name, price per share, number of shares involved, and the stockbroker’s name.

 You will receive your data from a data file called Stock.dat  Each record in the file will consist (in this order) of stock name, price per share, # of shares, Stockbroker’s name. 

The stockbroker’s fee is computed in the following manner: If the price per share is no more than $40.00, the fee rate is $0.17 per share, but if the price per share is more than $40.00, the fee rate is $0.28 per share. If the number of shares sold is less than 125, the fee is 1.5 times the rate per share.  

 The report can be displayed in a listbox with the first line containing the column headers with “underlining” (just use a line of separate dashes) or you can output to the printer. The other lines should look like the example below. 

 Also choose to display something else like the total amount of brokers’ fees or the average number of shares bought or something else that you deem appropriate which requires some extra code. 

Create a splash screen that asks for the user’s name. This name will be displayed on the form that comes up for the stockbroker’s fees. (You can make it appear where you want…even in the title bar of the form!) Make the splash screen have an appropriate image & explanation of the program. 

Output should be lined up under column headers with dashed lines as shown:
