The SelText property of the text box

· Contains what is selected in the text box

· If nothing is selected, it points to the place where cursor is

· Can assign something to this property to replace what is selected or to place something at the insertion point where cursor is blinking

· txtEdit.SelText = “”   will remove the selected text from the text box

Clipboard object methods

· clipboard is just a place in memory to hold things temporarily

· SetText  method – sends text to clipboard

· Clipboard.SetText “Hello There”  (sends these words to the clipboard)

· Clipboard.SetText txtEdit.SelText  (sends what is selected in textbox to the clipboard)

· GetText  method – retrieves the text from the clipboard
· TxtEdit.SelText = Clipboard.GetText()  (must include the parentheses – this will put whatever is on the clipboard in the textbox…if something is selected it will be replaced with the clipboard data…if nothing is selected, the clipboard data will be placed where the cursor is blinking)

· Clear  method – clears the clipboard
· Clipboard.clear
