For programming part of Test 3:

Be able to:

· Read data from a disk file, placing the data in parallel arrays.  (you will need to always keep a count of how many records are input.)


· Calculate an average of values in an array (remembering to only access the valid elements…not garbage!)


· Output contents of an array in reverse order.


· Output only certain values from an array…e.g. only values smaller than a particular number.


· Take a bubble sort and customize it for a particular set of parallel arrays.


· Output contents of parallel arrays into a listbox.


· Place a menu on a form.


· Use a common dialog box for entry of file name for opening a file or saving a file. Also, be able to set up a filter for this dialog box.
