Menus

· How to set up a menu on a form

· Use of clipboard features….how to clear the clipboard, how to send something to the clipboard, how to get what is on the clipboard…see page 483-484

1-Dimensional Arrays

· Declaration & number of elements in the array (Option Base statement)

· Accessing an element in an array

· Placing values in array by reading them from a sequential access file  or by using inputbox to get the values 

· LBound and UBound 

· Swapping elements in an array (example: write the code to swap the 3rd and 5th elements)

· Sum all the valid elements in an array

· Print all the elements (from 1st to last or from last to 1st)

· Print only selected elements in the array (e.g. all those above a certain number)

· Linear (Sequential Search) & Binary Search – know how they work 

· Sorting – know how Bubble Sort works – it can sort in ascending or descending depending on your code

· Processing parallel arrays

· How to access a particular element in the table

Listbox

Error Handling
