IV. PURPOSE 

Increase student ability

French stylistics: studied though translation both from English to French and from French to English. Different registers of language will be discussed. An active course with emphasis on discussion of difficulties encountered.

Monday:  Readings of short stories and cultural analysis. Topic: We read from Zapping, a collection of short stories by contemporary writer and journalist Daeninckx who presents a series of lives and destinies that have been influenced by the media and television, in particular. These stories take place in a fictional and at times futuristic French society, and are based on recognizable events.  Through this lens, the course targets issues of French history & contemporary society.
Wednesday: Grammar and idiomatic patterns and comparative  stylistics. Translation from French to E. and from English to F.
