Removing MURSUKY from TCP3270 Settings
1. Open Windows Explorer by keying the Windows key and the “E” at the same time.
2. On the top menu, click on Tools >> Folder Options…

3. Click on the “View” tab

4. Click the radio button that has the option “Show hidden files and folders”.

5. Directly below, uncheck the box that states “Hide extensions for known file types”.

6. Click “Okay” at the bottom of the window.

7. Double click on the “Local Disk” C: folder.

8. Double click on the “Windows” or “WINNT” folder.

9. Look for a file in the right-hand side of the window pane named “NET3270.INI”
10. Right-click on this file and select “Open” to open the file with Notepad.

11. On the top menu, click on Edit >> Replace...

12. In the “Find what:” box type in “MURSUKY” and in the “Replace with:” box type in “MURRAYSTATE” (ignore quotes in both boxes).  Then click the “Replace All” button.

13. On the top menu, click File >> Save and then close Notepad.

14. Start TCP3270 as normal and you should be able to connect to MSU.
