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The following policies have been designed to provide for the maximum enjoyment and usage of Club facilities by members of the Murray State University Faculty Club and their guests.  Restrictions or limitations contained herein are intended to protect the rights and privileges of membership.

Questions regarding these policies and their interpretation should be directed to the members of the Board of Directors of the Faculty Club.  These policies may be amended in keeping with the Bylaws of the Faculty Club.
Membership

Annual membership in the Faculty Club is from August 15 to August 15; eligible parties may join at any time by paying annual dues in full.  There are two categories of membership, with different benefits and dues as outlined below.

A. Individual membership

1. Open to any member of the faculty (including adjunct, visiting or retired) or professional staff of Murray State.

2. Benefits Include:

· Voting privileges in the Faculty Club. 

· Attendance at functions sponsored by the Faculty Club

· Personal use of House public areas (when open). 

· Scheduling privileges for work groups, committee meetings, receptions, and other small gatherings in the public areas which are sponsored by the individual member, not a larger university unit.

3. Annual dues:

· $10 a year, or $15 a year for two eligible members from the same household

· payable by cash or personal check made out to “MSU Faculty Club.”

B. Unit membership

1. Open to any Murray State administrative unit, including colleges, schools, academic departments, and non-academic units.  Note: Unit memberships do not confer individual benefits (see A. above), or benefits to subordinate units.

2. Benefits include:

· Scheduling privileges for meetings and receptions sponsored by that unit.

· Lodging (as available) for out-of-town guests of that unit.

3. Annual dues:

· $50 a year.  Units that have not already paid will be assessed this amount when facilities are scheduled for a unit-sponsored event or guest.

Facilities

A. House

1. The House is available for use by members of the Faculty Club and their guests.  Reservations should be made with the Caretaker at 762-3831.  Simultaneous events may be scheduled when circumstances allow.

2. Restrictions on guests who may attend functions at the Faculty Club include:

· Faculty Club-sponsored functions: An individual member may bring as guests an individual who is not eligible for membership; university guests; and out-of-town guests.

· Member-sponsored functions: Guests may include all those invited by the host member, in keeping with the provision about students noted below.

· Students are welcome as guests at functions where faculty and/or professional staff are also present as hosts and guests.  Because the Faculty Club is primarily for the use of faculty and professional staff, members may not schedule functions at the House primarily for students.

3. Overnight accommodations for guests of unit members are provided according to the following guidelines:

· Overnight guests shall be official university visitors or newcomers, including speakers, consultants, and candidates for employment.  Students may NOT be overnight guests.

· Three bedrooms (which share one bathroom) are available on a first-come, first-served basis.  Reservations should be made with the Caretaker at 762-3831.

· Only unit head or secretary may arrange accommodations.

· Each unit is allowed 10 nights of guest accommodations free of charge per academic year.  Following that, a guest may stay for the charge of $10 a night for up to one semester, to be paid by the unit that makes the reservation.  The accommodation is subject to availability and any exceptions require Faculty Club Board approval.  Any stay of a guest beyond two weeks requires Board approval in advance.  The Board also reserves the right to rescind any long-term accommodations with 10 days’ notice if necessary.

· No meals are provided with the room. Limited kitchen privileges are available to overnight guests at the discretion of the Caretaker.

· The Caretaker prepares the room for a guest, including clean sheets and towels, before the beginning of a stay.  Laundry privileges are available to guests during a stay.

4. The live-in Caretaker, whose duties are spelled out in a contract offered by the Board, provides ongoing cleaning services, minor maintenance, and security for the House.  The Faculty Club utilizes income from dues to provide major maintenance and upkeep of the interior of the House and its furnishings, in keeping with its agreement with Murray State.

5. The Caretaker and officers have keys to the House and can unlock the door for appropriate users of the facilities.  For security purposes, keys are not provided to individual members.

B. Food,  Drink, and Clean-up

1. Individual and unit members may use the stove, refrigerator, dishwasher, pots, pans, dishware, and utensils.  The member who uses these is responsible for clean-up; the Caretaker should be consulted about what is expected.

2. The duties of the Caretaker include assistance in the preparation, serving, and clean-up of refreshments for Faculty Club-sponsored events only.  If the Caretaker’s assistance is desired at member-sponsored events, separate arrangements may be made for a fee.

3. The consumption of alcoholic beverages at the Faculty Club is governed by the laws of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, Calloway County, and the City of Murray, which indicate that it is illegal in this area to:

· sell alcoholic beverages without a license to do so;

· use Commonwealth funds to purchase alcoholic beverages; 

· serve alcoholic beverages to anyone under 21 years of age; 

· serve alcoholic beverages to anyone who appears to be intoxicated.

The Murray State Faculty Club is a private club where members may choose, with discretion, to furnish alcoholic beverages for themselves and their invited guests over the age of 21.  When there are functions at the House where alcoholic beverages are served, members sponsoring the functions shall pay for the beverages with their own funds and shall be responsible for upholding Club policies and any applicable state or local laws, including those outlined above.  Since the House is university property, members shall not solicit or collect money on the premises to pay for alcoholic beverages.  Any member violating these policies is subject to suspension of membership privileges at the discretion of the Board.

4. Clean up should include removal of all food, beverages, serving items, trash and recyclables.  Instructions for clean-up will be posted in the kitchen.  The Board has the prerogative to charge a fee to cover the cost of clean up.  If members wish to store non-perishable items for a future scheduled event, they must make arrangements for storage with the Caretaker.

C. Smoking and pets are not allowed in the House at any time.

Parking
A. Zoned parking enforced by the university is available nearby to those with appropriate parking tags.  The paved parking place on the House grounds is assigned to the Caretaker and should not be used.

B. Parking arrangements for guests who do not have appropriate parking tags are the responsibility of the host member.

Decorum of Faculty Club Members and Guests 

In using the Faculty Club facilities, members and guests shall conduct themselves in such a manner as to respect the rights and privileges of others.
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
