A.  Both organizations and their members do agree to abide, in spirit as well as the letter, of the rules and regulations established by:
    1. The licensing authority of their respective Countries.
    2. The International Amateur Radio Union.
    3. League of Radio Amateurs of their respective Countries.
 

B. Both organizations and their members do agree to always strive to live up to the ideals of the Amateur Service, strive to set the best example of good Amateur Operations, and to always be courteous and helpful to others.
 

C. Both organizations will work to expand the Amateur Service, and insure its long-term survival, by working to encourage and help all persons with a desire to learn about Radio Communications, especially the youth of their areas, and where possible to encourage Educational Institutions to support Amateur Radio through any means available, and if possible to establish a School or University Amateur Radio Club.
 

D. Provide technical advice, and assistance whenever possible to all members of both organizations.
 

E. When possible, conduct joint operating activities.
 

F. Encourage communications between individual club members, and allow the exchange of lists of each organization's members and their capabilities and license class to the other club.

G. Provide any other assistance, as the members individually, or the organizations may deem reasonable and proper.

 

H. Exchange public information or news releases when the goals of this Union will be properly served.

I. Encourage Liaison between the clubs on a regular basis.
