Each fellowship carries a student stipend of $1500, paid out as work on the project progresses.  Each fellowship also has an expense budget of $500.  Should additional funds be needed for supplies, travel, etc., additional support can be sought through the URSA grant program.

Hard copies of completed applications, with student and faculty signatures, should be submitted by September 13, 2013.  A copy of the application should also be submitted via email (as an attachment) by this date to jcofer@murraystate.edu. 
Applications will be reviewed by a committee comprised of members of the URSA Advisory Board and others when URSA Advisory Board members must abstain.  Selection will be made on the merits of the project and the likelihood of the project being successfully completed.  The undergraduate applicant is expected to take significant ownership of the project, although mentor guidance is expected.  Presentations and publications of the work are expected.
